This round robin workshop will cover overshot basics like            
identifying blocks, tromp-as-writ, star vs. rose fashion, and         
opposites. With that foundation, we’ll move beyond traditional    
patterns and treadling to variations like Italian, flamepoint, swivel, 
petit point, shadow, treadled as lace, and more. If time allows, we'll 
also look at name drafting and other methods of designing original 
overshot patterns for four shafts.
